Study of Hundertwasser

In association with Latchmere Primary and St Josephs Primary School, and 1,500 members of the public, 17 part time teachers, led by mosaic co-ordinator Karen Parry 243 sq metre mural for Canbury Passage completion March 2005 as a study of the architect, artist and visionary ecologist from Austria, Hundertwasser.  The project is funded under a Section 106 agreement with St George the developers and Royal Borough of Kingston environmental improvements. 

Seasons: Playground renovation at Mount Primary School
During 2004 three seasons, Winter, Spring and Summer were completed in Mount Primary School grounds, more than 100 metres long and with more than 250 children and the highest number of special needs and autistic children that SWC has ever worked with previously. Fundraising is still going on to complete the autumn section of the wall. 

Study of Eadweard Muybridge

15 sq metre “moving” image work for central Kingston Castle Street on a wall previously painted out daily by Town Centre Management to combat graffiti. In association with St Luke’s Primary School and design competition winner, Ellie Felicien aged 11 as part of the Muybridge Centenary Celebrations October 2004 and involving more than 300 participants.  Winner of Kingston Society Townscape Award. 

Community Mosaic Training Course

For the first time SWC have designed and carried out two -  two week intensive training courses with Julie Norburn as our principal trainer and Bernadette Vallely as operational trainer. 17 adults have covered the course which it is hoped will be developed with the course workbook as part of the franchising package. This is the first course of its kind in the UK and in future will count as credits towards college entry.   Several artists were able to get work in mosaics as a direct result of the training. Funded and showcased by Learning Skills Council. 

Kingsnympton Estate Summer Camp

A renovation and mosaic mural to cover a graffiti entrance to the estate and complete playground repainting throughout the summer months kept 127 local young people busy. Many also attended the parents summer club outings with SWC joining resources to take young people on seaside and park trips. They celebrated the mosaic opening with a community party organised by the young residents and parents themselves.

Kingsnympton Drama Club

During the October half term a drama club in the estate laid the foundations for more community activity for the 8-11 year old group. A performance is likely December 2004 and future work with the Kingston Green Fair. 

Acre Road Welsh Hall Holiday Club

During Easter, half term and summer, the Acre Road SW Club operated from the Welsh Hall. Over 150 children and parents regularly attended trips, sporting and outdoor activities, mosaic making, pool and games, picnics and swimming clubs. Trips were organised on the basis of non consumer venues. Bike maintenance was a regular feature of the club activities. 

Glastonbury Green Police

88 Green Police were trained during 2004 to carry out non-confrontational environmental information dissemination. The core work at the Glastonbury Festival was to stop people peeing in the watercourses and hedgerows, and to entice revellers to pick up their own rubbish. “Professor Kayoss” Des Kay made a rap that was shown as an advert before every major music performance on the main stage. The Green Police were also in evidence on No Car Day helping Kingston Council. 

Kingston Green Fair

At the end of May most of the SWC staff were involved in the Kingston Green Fair, our local green event. Many volunteers got paid to help work at the fair, and SWC had an all day mosaic workshop very well attended. A major fundraising event for SWC during 2004 thanks to the success at the fair. 

The Monkey House

2004 saw the opening of the Monkey House, a north Kingston based resource centre run by Des Kay and assisted by Sam Hermitage. It is the home of the main waste products for sculpture and arts materials, Green Fair equipment and other storage, a kinetic sculpture exhibition, a scrap and ceramic tile store, bike maintenance mechanics and workshop area. A Korean artist-in-residence, Heashin Kwaks  has set up in the Monkey House since May 2004 with the aim to study waste and art projects at public events. 

The Kingston Waste Partnership Programme

SWC have been a key player in  the formation of the Kingston Waste Partnership Programme, a partnership with Kingston Council, Kingston Voluntary Action and Kingston University to create a unique building building, The Space of Waste, and sustainable waste re-use and training projects near the civic amenity site in Villiers Road, Kingston. 

Staff and volunteers have represented SWC splendidly on many forums and groups including the Kingston Community Plan Leadership Forum, Kingston Green Fair, Kingston Arts Council. Des Kay has performed as Professor Kayoss to more than 20 events nationwide during the year.
